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PRESIDENTS REPORT ON 14 WKC 

                            Complete with comments.

I wish to start first with the actual Championships.

As most persons already know that Japan regained the Championship of the world, both in team (men) and ladies also in both individual matches. This time Japan won against Korea in the semi-finials and had revenge on the USA in the finial.

With regard to the GB Team I have heard that it was reported that they went out in the first match.  This is not so, the pool they were in also had Malaysia and the Netherlands both of these matches they won but the next match was against USA who reached the finial, in this match they also did well, lost three drew one won one.

Stewart Gibson beating the US captain two point straight. Stewart Gibson was also presented with a fighting spirit award for his performance through-out.

Before the actual championships there were two important meetings. First there was the AGM of the European Kendo Federation on the Wednesday and on the Thursday a BODM followed by the FIK AGM in the afternoon.

At the AGM of the EKF,  following the opening by the President a report was made by the General Secretary  the Technical Director and the Treasurer, followed by the confirmation that the treasurers report was in order by the Auditor.

The next item was the election of the Directors to represent the council of nations at the FIK BODM next day.

The President then announced that due to the change in the BKA constitution there no longer exist the position of President, therefore Mr John Howell will not be standing for re-election this time, he will be in post as EKF/FIK Director until the end of the 14 WKC.    There followed the election of the Directors of the EKF for representation to the FIK.  Mr Detlev Visbranz for Germany, Mr. Jean-Pierre Soulas for France and 

Mr Franco Moretti for Italy.

It is quite a tragedy that the offer I made at our last BKA  AGM and was accepted, that I would try and ease the way for the DIA to take my place was ignored by the NC as not trusting my actions or intention, they then wrote direct to the EKF and FIK stating there was no longer a President of the BKA and I would only be in post until the end of 14 WKC. This stupid action took away any chance of my telling them that I was retiring and suggesting that DIA take my place. Both the EKF/FIK stated that they will stick to the Constitution that only Presidents of Associations can be Directors.

This affects all kinds of situtations eg: technically no member can take a grading abroad, Referee panels, Shogo’s and lots of other smaller items, all these require a Presidents signature.  This information was put to the constitution chairman well before the BKA constitution was completed.

What is not realized by our members or the constitution makers is the loss of voice (which we had for 21 years in my case but from the start of the IKF Victor Harris was there)) in the policy making of the EKF/FIK.

Towards the end of the EKF meeting a proposal was put by a member country to all Nations that I should be elected to be a life member of the Senior Counsellor Group.

A vote was taken and I was elected unanimously.

The duties of this group is to advise the EKF BOD on items and events that they think may effect the EKF. The BOD will consider their finding during their various meetings.  SCG may attend all meetings of the EKF will have a voice but NO vote.

I am of course on the BOD of the EKF as their Auditor which I have done now for a few years.

The 23rd European Kendo Championship will be held in Hungry in 2010 

The 17th European Iaido Championships will be held in France and the 9th European Jodo Championships will be held in Belgium.

Candidature for the 24th EIK or EJC Andora.2012

Candidature for the 24th  EKC Poland 2011

The 15th World Kendo Championships will be held in Italy at a place called Novara.

Other candidates for EKC  Germany 2013.

There was also a discussion on affiliation with regard to eventfully an African Federation , it was agreed that affiliation only could be granted to Azerbaijan, Belarus. Cameroun, Georgia, Lagos, Madagascar, Malawi and Nigeria. These countries will not become full members of the EKF, the object of making them affiliates is to help them on their way to becoming a strong Kendo country with eventually joining an African Federation. Mr Buster Seaforth of South Africa to be kept informed of their progress and has offered help where necessary.

At the BOD meeting at FIK the President opened the meeting and passed the Chair over to the General Sec.

It was agreed that BODM would take place by correspondence in 2010.

The financial situation of 2008 was discussed and the new fee’s for all Nations for 2010 .Some of the suggestions made were quite outrageous suggesting a min of $1500 for those who are on the BOD, this was dropped after many other suggestions were put forward. The list was compiled of the new fees, UK is listed as $1010 but as we now have no Director this amount will of course be less - maybe half the stated amount.

There then took place the election of President, Vice Presidents, Secretary General and Council Nations.  I have attached the list of all Members of the Board of FIK.

In the afternoon at the AGM there was the validating of the new affiliates Israel, China, Serbia and Montenegro. This was followed by the establishment of South American Kendo Confederation (Including the change of name to Latin American Kendo Confederation.  Following on the new fee’s were introduced and accepted.

Confirmation of the 15th WKC in Italy and a short speech from Mr Moretti on its location complete with a video disc.

There were instructions on the Anti-doping at the 14 WKC and questions asked as to what level these anti-doping measures go, and the answer was to all nations 

National Events, next year estimated cost per person £400.

We were advised by the EKF to put persons in position but await more information from them.

The change of name of the GAISF is now SPORTACCORD.

Awaiting information on what is now called Combat Games where Kendo can put on some display in China around 3-4 September 2010 (Total cost found by China)

The full content of the Games has yet to be decided.
