You are warmly invited to the BKA laido and Jodo National Championships 2010.

The Saturday will consist of the laido Individuals followed by the laido Team Event.

The Sunday will consist of the Jodo Individuals, the Jodo 2-man Team Event and a return of the Asahi

Taikai which was instigated last year.

Saturday — laido Taikai

The morning will start with the individual event with pool and knockout stages from Mudan to
Rokudan. This will be followed by a Nanadan Embu. The final event will be the team taikai with 3
players per team and a maximum of 10 dans total per team (mudan/ikkyu counting as one dan). Each
dojo may put forward as many teams as they wish.

Sunday — Jodo Taikai

The morning will start with the individual event with pool and knockout stages from Mudan to Godan.
This will be followed by the 2-person team event with a maximum of 7 dans total per team. The event
will finish with the Asahi 3-man Taikai event:

The Asahi (morning sun) Taikai is a Jodo event aimed at levelling the playing
field for newer and emerging dojo. The event is a 3-person team event with
shitei waza set at the first 6 seiteigata.

=y The total maximum number of dans is 5 per team thus presenting a more equal
r,,«:J competition across all of the BKA's Jodo dojo.

If time allows, the Jodo 6" dans will be asked to perform an embu.

Please note that 5" and 6™ dans may be asked to take part in the judging. Judges will be chosen only
from those patrticipating in the taikai.

On both days registration will start at 9.30 with the taikai commencing as close to 10am as possible.
Lunch will not be scheduled, so please bring a packed lunch and eat when you can. It is most
important that all booking are made before Sunday 4™ July using the online system. No late booking
will be made unless there is an appropriate space within the draw.
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Accommodation is not being arranged by the organisers as Stevenage has many hotels and lodgings
for participants at a fair price.
